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LAKE HOTEL

The Lake
Congress Hotel

The hospitality project refers to a new five-
star hospitality infrastructure at the lakeside
location Limnopoula, in loannina. Bllend de-
sign team was invited to create a contempo-
rary hotel identity based on a newly built
three-level building shell with several classical
elements of vernacular architecture such as
the ‘sahnisi’ and the ‘arches’, The aim was
from the beginning to translate tradition, folk
art and local architecture following a modern
design methodology in a luxury and warm
setting.

Tradition is introduced allegorically at the
parking zones where antique concrete paving
in red clay and ochre were used of portray the
herringbone patterns typically found in Gian-
niotika handicrafts. The same pattern contin-
ues to all the driveways, the reception alley,
the surrounding multipurpose space and the
conference hallways at the basement.

1'be total surroundimg area of 10
acres, is divided nto various func-
tional areas with local materiality
associations and the Colors of
vernacular architecture.

The landscape reminiscent of the local
riverbeds gently slopes toward the pool which

loannina

is treated like a villagers’ central square paved
with sidewalk concrete tiles. To the left side
the curved playground areas for events and
entertainment for the little guests, while a pur-
poseful selection of vegetation and plants
emit the free forms of a natural setting. On the
right side, the pool bar can be accessed via a
wooden crossing over a shallow pool with
river pebbles, while right next to it a Meditter-
anean herb garden was created to provide
the purest ingredients for salads and tradi-
tional dishes.

Respectively, the whole planting study moved
in a single direction to integrate organically
the flora of the wider area highlighting an un-
pretentious naturalness with minor human in-
terventions. The same motivation dictated the
uncoated structural elements such as the
concrete sidewalks that delimit the areas of
planting, traffic and public areas.

The combination of earth tones, ochre and
red earth highlights the geometric building
volumes, while at night LED 3000K lighting
fixtures highlight the building elements, incor-
porating the game of light and shading with
different versions of materiality.

The basement level occupies the restaurant
kitchen, conference halls and catering serv-
ices for all the indoor and outdoor events. At
the conference halls the element of tradition
is introduced with an abstract version of the
ornate wooden ceilings found in the local
mansions, accentuated by recessed linear
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lighting fixtures the imitate highway lanes. At the same level
were designed the public restrooms where the contrasting
elements of white and black in intricate patterns prevail.
The level occupies a state-of-the-art wellness and relax-
ation concept inspired by the Vokos gorge both in terms of
materiality, color schemes, patterns as well as seasonality
offering an innovative selection of treatments-snowy land-
scapes in the SALT room, Chromotherapy showers, mas-
sage cabin and SoundWAVE spa and a contemporary gym
equipment.

On the ground floor there is a spacious lobby and reception
area, bar, caffe, breakfast room and restaurant. As domi-
nant elements again appear the ornate wooden ceilings
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and marble floors with two-toned patterns, which allow
under their weight to integrate smoothly and discreetly the
velvet furniture, contemporary lighting and art pieces, as
well as the industrial perforated metal balustrades.

The corridors to the rooms and suites are dominated by
specially designed doors and skirting boards, produced by
local craftsmen while the 41 rooms and suites are divided
into four different color typologies Ocean Forest, Urban
Earth, Slate Gray and Crimson Garden.

The bathrooms depict herringbone patterns in warm beige
marble and red brown marbles slates, illuminated uniformly
in warm white light to create a spacious and welcoming hy-
giene area.
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
